This box will 

apply only to the denominational portion of your offering and will 

have no effect on other portions of our Missions budget.  

 

 As in that past, if a member doesnôt check any box, the 

denominational missions portion will go to the SBC.  The SBC 

Cooperative Program will remain the default. 

 

 It will take some time to have this box added to our  

offering envelopes.  If you want to go ahead and designate your 

denominational portion ñFBC Only,ò you have two options.  You 

can either draw your own box on your envelope that says ñFBC 

Onlyò or you can contact Juli Weaver in our church office and tell 

her that you want to make that designation.
