Grow (Discipleship) 

 

All believers grow to be ministers and missionaries.  (Matthew 28:18-20; 1 Corinthians 12:12-

31) 

 

Serve (Missions) 

 

All believers serve in ministries and missions.  (Luke 10:1-4, 9) 

 

Worship 

 

All believers worship God in spirit and in truth.  (John 4:19-24)   

 
Connect (Community) 

 

All believers connect to one another and to their surrounding community.  (Acts 2:42-47) 

 

Following the Vision:  The church shall form a team to “flesh out” this vision.  This team shall 

be made up of current Vision Team members who wish to serve on it, church members who 

would like to be on it, and church staff.
